A.   Update on Pump Stations


Pump Station 1 (Levee) – Motor #1 is running. Motor #2 still needs arm guide 


to be shortened to allow pump to seal correctly. 

· Alarms working; alerts to District of “high water level” good. 
· Check valve/bypass is heavy. Still works; flow not strong enough to 
push up.
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Old Business  (cont’d)

A.   Update on Pump Stations

Pump Station 2 (Condit Ln) – Both motors are running.

· Having problems with the Level Control getting stuck. Causing “low 
water” level alarm. Air leak fittings have been fixed.  Ruben is 
monitoring.

· “High water” level signal did not register on panel. Ruben notified 
techs and Paul from PV Electric.

· Float system needs to be in place.

Ruben expressed some of his concerns to the Board:

1. What is the District’s contingency plan in case we lose electricity?

2. What is the District’s plan in case he is not available to go to Pump Stations in the evening? For her own safety, Ruben does not want the District Manager, Delia, to go out there.

3.  He suggested that the District Board hire a company to complete the USA markings and that Roper complete the inspections of the CalTrans project concerning our main sewer line and removal and relocation of the cleanout on Hwy 152 and Holohan Rd.

4. Ruben leaves the Board meeting after this discussion.
