The Board of Directors of the Salsipuedes Sanitary District met at a regular meeting on the above date at the District’s office, 739 East Lake Avenue, Suite 2, Watsonville, California.


Call to Order

It was M.S.C. (Cisneros/Roberts) approving Minutes of the regular meeting on October 23, 
2019, as presented.          


Manager’s Report

A. Met with GreenLine Tech (Tom). Manager reported that Tom advised the District that there have been no problem grease areas or concentrated solids. GreenLine will be video taping the section that the District has requested.
B. Met with Silvia Diaz (Financial Analyst) at City of Watsonville finance office. She made some calculations and advised me that SSD does not owe a payment for this month due to a credit. 

C. Budget:   District office will need a new computer soon. Last paperwork that the Manager found was from about 10 years ago.

Director Cisneros wished everyone a happy Thanksgiving.
Old Business 

A. Pump Station - Updates




Upcoming expenses for the District, in order of importance:

1. Pump Station #1 (Levee) – This station needs a manual transfer switch with a generator hookup for power outages. Especially since California has been having rolling blackouts and it would be best to place in before a large rainstorm comes. The Board has requested that Paul from PV Electric get a quote to see how many amps will be needed. We just need the hookup. I spoke with Ruben after the meeting and he said that he has a generator at CofW yard that can be used in case of an emergency. 

2. Pump Station #1 (Levee) – District needs a new 5 hp motor as a back-up. Board wants to get a quote first. There is a new motor ready to be installed on motor 2. There are no back-up motors. Also, in speaking with Ruben, Paul tested the backup level control switch (the brain of the pumps) and he said it is damaged beyond repair. We can get a backup switch later. 

3. Pump Station #2 (Condit) – District has an existing “used” motor that can be used as a back-up. However, we should purchase a new motor later next year as a back-up and not rely solely on the used one.
New Business 
A.  Salsipuedes Sanitary District website  
· StreamLine website services have tools that allows our District to be in compliance with the State of California.

· Keeps the transparency available for the public.

· $100 a month.

· CSDA offers $75 a month, however SSD would have to be a member. Membership is set by the SSD Operating Revenue: $1,548 annual. Manager reviewed all their pamphlets and information and decided that the CSDA is not a good fit for our District. A lot of politics and community involvement.

Approval of Warrants


Director Cisneros reviewed the November Warrant listing, Time Sheets, Mileage and Petty 
Cash reports prior to the Board meeting. The General Ledger Transaction report for 
October 2019 was also available.    

I discussed with the Board that I completed the paperwork to send in the payments for the 
3 PGE bills in September, but forgot to forward them to the County to be paid. This months’ 
payments include September and October payments, as follows:



Pump Station #1:  Sept.  $101.34  +  Oct.  $91.59  =  $192.93



Pump Station #2:  Sept.  $  72.46  +  Oct.  $52.74  =  $125.20




        Office:  Sept.  $  52.86  +  Oct.  $47.48  =  $100.34

The Manager placed the amount of $8,549.88 on the November Agenda. That was only for 
the office bills. The total correct amount, which includes the office bills, employee payroll 
and the Director’s payroll is $11,765.88.
