Pump Station 1 (Levee) – Motor #1 is running. Motor #2 is not operational, 


due to not sitting on seal correctly. 

· Guide piece part is approximately an inch too long. It is 
interchangeable. Ruben will be fixing soon.

· Ruben has requested that PV Electric place a backup floater to bypass 
level control. Meanwhile, PS 1 is being checked frequently.

· Superior Alarm updated our system to 4G. Kept getting wrong signals. 
Wires were crossed with old system.


Pump Station 2 (Condit Ln) – Both motors are running.

· PGE checked source all the way back to transformer and their power 
was good. Ruben is troubleshooting to find out where the problem is 
at PS.
· Superior Alarm placed the new 4G system and Ruben stayed there 
until they checked all connections.    

· Concern: if we lose power, what is the backup plan. GreenLine would 
have to pump out line and dump after Bridge St. line.
· Air unit adjustment gage will be fixed by Ruben.
