Pump Station 2 (Condit Ln) – Both motors are running.

· SSD received several false alarms for “high water level”. Ruben has 
been troubleshooting. Has adjusted the level control and seems to be 
working for now.
· Ruben gave me the model parts he needs. I ordered those parts.
· Preventative maintenance is important for motors to function 
properly.
